Perplexing Pronouns

Pronouns are words that take the place of nouns. Writers use them to avoid
repeating the same word in a sentence or paragraph.

When a pronoun could refer to more than one noun in a sentence, it makes the
sentence confusing to readers. This is an error called an ambiguous pronoun.

Example: For Ivan’s birthday, Jack bought a gift card for his favorite store.
(Whose favorite store? Jack'’s or lvan’s?)

Clear: Jack bought a gift card for his favorite store and gave it to Ivan as a
birthday gift.
